VERY IMPORTANT
PLEASE READ

Hormel Stadium has a turf field/track and with that there will be some rules that need to be adhered to this year for Relay For Life of Medford-Somerville.
· NO SAND
· NO SILLY STRING
· NO FIRE, no grills of any kind, no candles (also at camp sites).
· NO GUM, Skittles, Starburst, jelly beans, Swedish Fish….NO STICKY CANDY of any kind.

· NO DARK COLORED LIQUIDS (Coke, Pepsi, coffee, fruit punch, etc) allowed on the field/track.  WATER AND GATORADE ARE THE BEST OPTIONS.

· NO SUNFLOWER SEEDS, NO SHELLED NUTS, NO POPCORN

· NO FOOD ON THE FIELD.  
· Your Relay Market Place Site should be used for your personal belongings. We will have no Camp Sites this year.  Coolers with water are fine to have on the turf.
· The grass area near the Survivor Tent can be used to drink beverages.

· There will be an assigned area for Teams who wish to bring a grill.

Our goal is to have NO damage to the field/track.  If the field/track is damaged, WE WILL BE HELD FINANCIALLY RESPONSIBLE.

We know that Relay is as important to everyone who participates in it, so please take all of this into consideration.  We will be held responsible for any damages and may jeopardize the use of the field/track in future Relays.
