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2016 Chili Cook-Off Rules & Guidelines 

1. Each Applicant must fill out a completed entry form.
2. Entry fee is $20 and must be submitted with entry form no later than October 31st.
3. Applicants must provide their own tent, two tables and chairs. 
4. Chili is NOT required to be cooked on site. 
5.  Applicants are required to supply 5 gallons of chili for the Cook-Off.
6. Applicants must provide their own crockpots, tabletop heating element or way to keep their chili warm.
7. All bowls, sample cups, spoons, napkins and ticket collection boxes will be provided.
8.  A bowl for the officials judging will be provided and will be collected at from each team at 4:45. These bowls cannot be marked or have any identifiable markings on them.
9. The judges will score the chili according to Aroma, Consistency, Taste and Aftertaste  
10. Your team may NOT sell food, drink or novelties to the public.  All vendor booths are Relay for Life teams and all of their proceeds go towards their team fundraising money for Relay for Life. If there is an interest in becoming a Relay team/vendor, please call 863-581-7112. 
11. Booths will be available for set up at 3:00 PM.
12. Chili must be available for consumption from 4:00 PM – 7:00 PM
[bookmark: _GoBack]13. Tickets will be sold by Relay for Life Committee members for Sample cups and regular sized bowls.  All proceeds from those ticket sales will go to the American Cancer Society and the 2016 Auburndale Relay for Life.
14. Ticket holder will place their tickets into the provided ticket boxes of their favorite chili competitor. These ticket boxes will be collected at 7:15 PM.
15. Awards will take place center stage at 7:45 PM. Each applicant must be present to accept awards.
