Team Captain Contract
 
As you know, the Relay For Life of New Fairfield is being held at New Fairfield High School Track/Field.  You will be choosing a campsite for the event at our meeting on April 27th where you will pitch a tent and bring other items such as chairs, sleeping bags, and lights.  The building and grounds director has asked that we follow a few simple rules and guidelines to keep the track and field in the same condition as we found it.  The turf field and the rubber track are soft and are also extremely flammable so please read over the following rules and regulations regarding your campsites.
 
1. [bookmark: _GoBack]The tents are NOT ALLOWED to be staked into the turf.  Instead you may use 5-gallon jugs filled with either water or filled halfway with dry concrete to weigh down the tents.  If you do have a tent that must be staked into the ground, we have campsites in the grassy areas around the outside of the track that will meet your needs.

2. If you would like to bring chairs to sit in, you MUST use a piece of plywood underneath the chair or tennis balls on the legs of the chair so that the chairs do not sink into the turf. 

3. ABSOLUTELY NO KEROSENE / GAS LAMPS, GRILLS, or any other fire hazard will be allowed on the turf or track area.

4. Please limit food and beverage consumption to a minimum on the track and field.  The area at the top of the bleachers and the bleachers themselves will be designated for this purpose.

5. You are in charge of your own garbage.  Throughout the event AND when leaving for good, we ask that you take your garbage and dispose of it in the dumpster located in the parking lot as you leave the stadium.  Please DO NOT leave your garbage bags next to the garbage bins on the field as the committee is then left to haul all of the garbage to the dumpster.  If you are in need of extra garbage bags, we will have a supply at the registration tent.
 
There is a $20 campsite deposit that must be submitted no later than Thursday, May 25th.  This is a refundable deposit if you leave your campsite as you found it.
Please write a check in the amount of $20.00 made payable to the American Cancer Society and postdate it for June 30th.  This check will be returned to you  IF AND ONLY IF your campsite is deemed clean and is free of any debris/garbage and is undamaged. If the site is not cleaned to our standards your deposit will be forfeited.  You will have until June 30th to request that your deposit be returned. After June 30th, your check will be considered a donation to our event.  We will send out reminders for you to contact us regarding this matter.
