2017 Relay For Life of FishHawk - Campsite and Track Rules

· One member of the team must be on the track at all times (except for the Luminaria ceremony)
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Each team is responsible for policing and maintaining their own campsite. This means that YOUR TEAM IS RESPONSIBLE for the space you are assigned. Please make sure it is clean and that you take all of your belongings and trash with you when you leave. 
·  Please do not place tents, chairs, etc. further than your designated area. Your area is approximately 15x15.  All tents must be staked down. 
· One adult chaperone needs to be present for every 10 students under the age of 18. An adult must be present for the entire 18 hours. Overnight Chaperones must be over age 21 and attend a meeting with event staff by 11pm. 
· ONLY team captains and co-captains may turn in money to the accounting team in the press box.
· To receive a participant shirt, you must have been registered on the website by the deadline, and have raised your $100. If you registered after the deadline, (February 21st) you are not guaranteed a shirt, but can check after opening ceremonies if there are extras at the committee tent. 
· All students and children must have a wristband to stay past midnight. This is similar to a lock in. Students will receive a wrist band if they have turned in all the paperwork TO THEIR TEAM CAPTAIN ( code of conduct and chaperone agreement) at the event. Students can receive their wrist band FROM THEIR TEAM CAPTAIN after 11 pm, if they have the proper forms and have raised their $100 to spend the night.  Once they have been given a wrist band, they must stay until 6 am. No child under the age of 18 will be allowed to leave from 12-6am. A parent with a valid ID may come to the event to pick up their child during that time.  Parents that are staying the duration of the event may receive a wrist band for their child by visiting the press box with the child. 
· For the purpose of safety, no bicycles, skateboards, scooters, or rollerblades are allowed on the track.  
· NO ALCOHOL and NO SMOKING allowed at the event or on school grounds.
· We love our furry friends, however pets are NOT permitted. 
· No glass containers


· No generators on the field. Only in generator alley. 
·  If you have cords plugged into a generator or outlet and the cord must cross the  track, it must be properly secured with covers or duct tape. 
· NO open fires, charcoal grills, or fire pits on the field. Propane or charcoal grills are allowed outside the track in approved areas. 
· All money raised at the event must be turned in. You may not take a cut from the day of event to pay for supplies. 
· NO SPORTS BALLS/ FLYING OBJECTS (BASEBALLS, FOOTBALLS, SOCCERBALLS, FRISBEES, ETC. ) WILL BE ALLOWED OTHER THAN PRE APPROVED AREAS AND ACTIVITIES. PLEASE USE SIDE FIELDS FOR OPEN PLAY. Any items being thrown in the main field area, not during an approved activity, may be confiscated, and picked up after the event.
