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Be sure to come to Relay prepared! Here's a check list of things that Teams
should be sure to have on hand for Relay For Life... 

___ Canopies or Tent(s) for your campsite - Don’t forget something to hold your
canopy/tent from blowing away (weight bags, jugs of water, cement blocks, etc.)  

___ Proper clothing, extra clothing and protection from the weather – walking/running shoes, jackets, sweats, coats, t-shirts, shorts, flip flops, change of socks, sunscreen, hats, umbrella, ponchos 

___ Folding Chairs/Tables

___ Pillows, Sleeping Bags & Blankets (Just in case you need a power nap!)

___ Snacks & Drinks to help stave off the hunger pains and the dreaded late night munchies

___ Campfire Ring or Fire Pit, wood, starter fluid and lighter 


___ Campsite decorations (Our theme is Cancer’s NO Game!) 

___ Costumes/Supplies for Campsites

___ Scissors, rope, string, tape, zip ties, tools for random tasks 

___ Supplies needed for your On-Site Fundraiser

___ Wagon or Dolly (something to help you haul all your supplies to and from your campsite) 

___ Money, Money, Money!! - Please turn in as much fundraising money as you can before the event! Don’t forget cash to support our food truck vendors, onsite fundraisers, the cake walk and the basket auction. F&M Bank will have a mobile ATM on site.

___ Stick Lighters (to light luminaria bags) 

___ Canned Food to hold luminaria bags in place - Food will be donated to the Blue Ridge Area Food Bank after the event - if you can, bring extra cans to help with online sales

___ Campsite Map (available at the Information – Site #77) 
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___ Cake(s) for the Cake Walk (bring them to the Multi Purpose building 

___ Basket(s) for the Basket Auction - Your team will receive a portion of the proceeds for each basket donated 

___ Your sense of humor, your patience and your desire to help if called upon. These three items can make a world of difference in your Relay experience. Please remember we ALL are volunteers.


What NOT to bring to Relay for Life:

· Alcohol or Tobacco
· Animals (registered service animals are the ONLY exception to this rule)
· Bicycles, scooters, skateboards
· Weapons of any kind (guns, knives with blades over 3 inches, etc.)
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
