The National Cancer Information Center is a national toll-free hotline, located in Austin, Texas, which operates 24 hours a day, 7 days per week. Information Specialists answer questions about cancer and cancer related topics.  In addition to information on specific cancers and their treatment, there is information on detection, prevention, alternative methods and community resources.  The most up-to-date written material on cancer can be obtained at no cost and can be sent by mail, fax or e-mail. The Cancer Survivors Network is a community created by and for survivors and caregivers as an outlet to cope with the challenges and spectrum of emotions that living with cancer can bring.  The Cancer Survivors Network is accessed 24 hours a day throughout either the website.  Patients, as well as family and caregivers, will find personal stories, “chat” rooms, cancer information, community resources and more.  Registered users can create their own webpage. 

REACH TO RECOVERY 

Reach to Recovery offers one-on-one visitation for women with breast cancer who will have, or have had a lumpectomy, mastectomy or recurrence.  The visit is made by a breast cancer survivor who has been carefully chosen and trained.  The volunteer shares her experiences and offers support with patient at a time of need. 

ROAD TO RECOVERY

In order to benefit from the many treatments that are available to help patients fight and survive their cancer, they must first get to treatment.  In most major metropolitan areas and in many small communities, the American Cancer Society has a corps of trained Road to Recovery volunteer drivers.  They use their own vehicles and gas while donating their time to transport patients to chemotherapy, radiation, surgery or an initial consult to set up these treatments.  

LOOK GOOD...FEEL BETTER

This two-hour, hands-on group workshop conducted by volunteer cosmetologists includes a 12-step skin care and make-up program as well as demonstration on how to use wigs, turbans, scarves and hats to enhance appearance.  
WIGS

HOPE LODGE

A place where cancer patients and their caregivers can find help and hope when home is far away. Each Hope Lodge offers cancer patients and their caregivers a free place to stay when their best hope for effective treatment may be in another city. Not having to worry about where to stay or how to pay for lodging allows guests to focus on getting well. 

I CAN COPE ONLINE

This is a free online educational program for people facing cancer, their families and their friends. The program is comprised of self-paced classes that can be taken any time, day or night. Take as few or as many classes as you like. Many topics are offered such as information about cancer, managing treatments and side effects, healthy eating during and after treatment, communicating with family and friends, finding resources, and more.
