Committee Descriptions

FUNDRAISING
Chair: Will Heyward
Description: Fundraising is the committee charged with hosting various fundraising events throughout the year to contribute to the overall event in the spring. While every committee fundraises, the Fundraising committee will schedule bar nights at local bars, various contests throughout the year (such as a March Madness bracket), and will also serve to assist team captains as they attempt to host their own fundraising events. 

RECRUITMENT
Chair: John Larson
Description: The Recruitment committee is in charge of all the recruitment efforts necessary to get participants at the event in the spring. Recruitment focuses on various parts of the Carolina campus and community to help Relay reach all interested participants. Recruitment committee plans days in the Pit, our Kickoff and Push Week, as well as our annual Kickoff event. This committee is integral in raising participant numbers and works closely with the Team Retention and Mentoring Committee.

TEAM RETENTION AND MENTORING

Description: Once participants have signed up for Relay For Life under a team captain, the Team Retention and Mentoring Committee works to best serve the Team Captains by holding meetings that will teach them best methods of fundraising, team moral building and overall what to expect at Relay. For newcomers, the RentMent committee often serves as the voice of Relay informing participants on what to expect at the Event and how to best ensure that your fundraising efforts are on par. 

CORPORATE SPONSORSHIP

Description: The Corporate Sponsorship committee contacts local businesses and organizations to contract them as Event sponsors. This committee raises money that can either be directly donated to the Relay For Life of UNC or that can be used as funds to help host larger events held throughout the year (such as Just Cure It 5K and the Annual Relay For Life Gala). This committee often contacts businesses and sets up subsequent business meetings to share why Relay For Life is a worthy cause to support. 
LOGISTICS
Chair: Chris Hickman
Description: The Logistics committee is in charge of all the logistics that go into planning the event. From booking times in the pit to reserving and setting an actual date for the Relay For Life event in the spring, the logistics committee often deals closely with the Carolina Union and its staff. Additionally, Logistics often interacts with local church groups and organizations to borrow materials necessary for the Relay For Life event or any other events held by Relay committees. Logistics committee members are often expert planners and very well organized, key components to a successful Relay.

SURVIVOR
Chair: Mallory Sanborn
Description: The Survivor Committee recruits and welcomes local survivors to the Relay For Life event. Two major events held by this committee is the Survivor Luncheon, where Survivors enjoy a free lunch and get to meet their Team Captain sponsors, and the Survivor Banquet which happens after the Survivor lap at the Relay For Life event in the spring. Survivor committee members often demonstrate a desire to meet and interact with people whom cancer has affected deeply, either Survivors themselves or Caregivers as well. Throughout the year, the Survivor committee brainstorms ideas on how to recruit more survivors and make them aware that the Relay event in designed to support them.

ENTERTAINMENT

Description: The Entertainment committee throughout the year recruits Chapel Hill groups to perform at the various events held by the Relay For Life committees as well as the actual Relay Event in the spring. For the spring event, the Entertainment committee also plans events to keep participants engaged and entertained all night long. The entertainment committee is an integral part of the success of the Relay For Life event, as they provide entertainment connections and maintain a good standing connection with several A Cappella, Dance, and other entertainment groups on campus.

PUBLICITY

Description: The Publicity committee handles all publicity efforts for the Relay For Life organization. The responsibilities of this committee vary greatly from the branding of the event to flyering for the various Relay For Life events to maintaining a strong Relay presence on all forms of social media. The Publicity committee works closely with all other committees to ensure that anything on the overall committee agenda (as well as individual committees) is well publicized to the UNC campus and community at large.

ADVOCACY AND LUMINARY

Description: The AdLum committee is in charge of several events throughout the year that contribute to the Advocacy goal of the ACS Relay For Life. Part of the job of Relay For Life chapters is to hold events throughout the year that advocate and educate best practices against cancer. Some of the events held by the AdLum committee at the Relay For Life of UNC include the Breasticle Festival, the Cancer Foods Fair and a Skin Cancer Awareness Day. The Luminary part of the committee responsibilities entails selling the most Luminaries as possible. Luminaries are white bags that represent a life touched by cancer. This committee helps plan the sales of luminaries for the Relay For Life event in the spring.

COMMUNITY PROJECTS

Description: The Community Projects committee organizes various events held throughout the year to engage all members from the various factions of the Chapel Hill community in our Relay event. Two big projects that this committee works on each year are the Annual Relay For Life Gala and the Just Cure It 5K. Members of this committee often brainstorm ways of increasing community engagement at the event and methods to best reach out to the Carolina community as a whole and engage them more throughout the year, and not just the large event in the spring.

ACCOUNTING
