Fundraising ideas:
1. Candy Bar Sales at schools
2. Bowling night with coloring contest for kids
3. 50/50 Raffle at all fundraising events throughout year
4. Pampered Chef or Tastefully Simple fundraising party
5. Yard Sales
6. Sell Hotdogs and drinks outside of Hannafords or True Value Hardware
7. Elementary School field Day event
8. Middle school/ High School Fundraising events: Selling chocolate bars, Christmas Wrapping event along with other activities
9. Town Christmas Tree event, sell 50/50 raffles, bake sale, face painting, candy bar sales.
10.  Ask a hardware store to donate a toilet and some paint.
Paint the toilet purple and decorate it up!  Ask a sign co to make you a road sign.
Place the toilet in someone's yard with the sign. For a $10 donation they can have the toilet moved to someone else's yard. For an extra $20 they can purchase "insurance" so that no one else can send the toilet back to their yard.
11.  Car wash at Fire Station
12. [bookmark: _GoBack] Paint and old tire purple and make a sign that says "this family is tired of cancer". For a donation they can have the tire in their yard for 24hrs.
Get a dozen flamingos and have people donate to have you "flock" someone's yard. Or they can buy insurance to not get "Flocked" Our Jr. high class did the flamingos and earned enough to pay for prom. The flocking was anonymous so the kids sneaked into the yards at night and left the flamingos and would go back at night and get them and move them to their next roosting place. They passed out flyers at school with insurance forms and request for a "flocking". We charged $25 a dozen.



13.  You can do a car wash where the proceeds will go to the Relay, or a garage sale. If you go to the relay store, you can order a garage sale kit. Or a bake sale, or organize an event at school, with the school's permission, where you can have people donate money, and you have to walk/run 1 lap around the track for every dollar donated (spread it out with teammates).
14.  
Fundraising at the RFL Event:
The nice thing with repeating is that in addition to saving time and planning, teams begin to identify your team with that activity so you won't have to compete, and they will look forward to coming back out.
1. Food, Pizza, Chinese, Salad Bar/pasta bar
2. Baked goods
3. Lap Bead Necklaces always a big fundraiser
4. Glow sticks
5. 4x4 while ceramic tiles (found at lowes or Home Depot) and selling them for $1.00 ea.  participants will be able to design a tile in honor or memory of a loved one using paint pens that we will also be providing
6. Party favors (we use toilet paper rolls filled with candy wrapped in colored tissue, we print "golden tickets” about 5 and put in them in the tubes, tie the ends of the tubes with ribbon. If they find a "golden ticket" they win a gift card. Gift cards are donated by local fast food chains. party favors we charged .50 (cents). I would not charge more than a $1.
We put some in baskets and the kids took them around the track to other campsites to sell. It worked out great and the kids loved doing it.
7. Our team has done a prize wheel/spinner for the last couple of years. There's a store in town that lets people rent them for events, we buy lots of cheap prizes and make sure that every spin wins at least something (that way it's not considered a game of chance, as some places frown on "gambling"). Kids love to play games and win prizes, it's simple to set up and run. We also do a corn hole game, we built it ourselves, so it took a bit more initial work, but now it's super simple and we can bring it back out year after year. 



Donation ideas: 

1. Nail spa day, portion of proceeds for nails done on a specific day.  Maybe pick a day significant to a type of cancer.
2. Movie tickets
3. Restaurant GC’s
4. DD Gift cards
5.  High School Art Teacher – ask students to create donated pieces for an art auction, 50% of money goes to school’s art dept. the other 50% to RFL.
