     Onsite Fundraisers—College Events

· Raffle an autographed football/basketball of the top sports team at your school

· Dude looks like a lady, queen of Relay—charge an entry fee for anyone who wants to participate and provide them with a goody bag of items they can use to get dressed up (newspaper, balloons, pipe cleaners, etc.)
· Relaxation tent, pay to get chair massage or a manicure
· Silent auction, theme baskets

· Jail and bail—pay to arrest someone and they pay to get out of jail

· Sell individual flowers to be placed near the luminaria

· Sell glow necklaces, prizes and things

· Quarters for a cure – line the track with quarters on the outside and see if you can get all the way around

· A putting contest where participants pay to play and win a putter for the longest put

· Sell army tags in honor of or in memory of those living with cancer

· Sell tickets for a moon bounce, giant slide, dunk tank, etc.
· Cigarette Vending Machine Demolition: Charge $$ for people to take a swing at it with a mallet (remove glass first).  Make sure you have a scrap yard lined up to take this away at the end of your event!!!
· Sell Food and drinks — and have a tip jar

· Have a local business donate an item and have a chance drawing

· Ask for a donation for face painting, temporary tattoos, temporary henna art, etc.
· Play board games — make a donation to play (great activity late at night!)

· Sell Baked goods

· Disposable cameras (have a local store donate the cameras)

· Sell Hawaiian leis or Mardi Gras beads

· Caricatures

· Carnival Games

· Video/Book/CD Sales
· Make a Difference — Dedicate a Song — Ask Relayers to donate $5 to have a dedication and special song played for the person they are walking for 

· Onsite hair salon--The hair stylists donate all of their time and set up a salon at the team campsite right near the track. Charge a minimum donation of $10. Braiding hair can also be offered.

· Jewelry Sale — Make homemade necklaces and bracelets to sell to family and friends. Think outside the box: Use this opportunity to increase cancer awareness and support by using charms or colors. Example: add a pink ribbon charm for breast cancer or purple for Relay For Life.

· Slip and Slide — If facilities allow the space and resources, set up a slip and slide and charge participants. Get real crazy and make it a sunscreen slip and slide to promote skin cancer awareness.

· Sporting Tournaments —If facilities allow the space, set up and run a tournament of some kind with a small entrance fee to participate. Games like whiffleball, basketball, and tennis work well in this situation.
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
