Rules for the track:

5. Please pay attention and be respectful or walkers at all times. 


Rules for the infield:
1. No stakes allowed. Please use weighted anchors of some sort to hold down canopies (i.e. sand bags, dumbells, filled buckets, filled water jugs)
2. Generators are allowed- must not leak & need to be elevated off the grass (i.e. placed on a pallet)
3. Stay within designated team sites
4. No on-site power, if you need power you need to find a way to supply it

4. Remove all trash when event is complete
