American Cancer Society – Code of Conduct

While participating in the Relay For Life of Reston, youth participants shall:
· Respect the individual rights, safety, and property of others;
· Avoid displays of overly affectionate behaviors;
· Not participate in obscene and/or discriminatory language or roughhousing; 
· Not be insubordinate to chaperones or Event Leadership Team members; 
· Not posses or use weapons, alcoholic beverages, tobacco, and/or illegal drugs at any event, activity, or meeting, or remain in the presence of individuals who posses or use these items;
· Abide by all rules of the attended event, activity, or meeting;
· Participate in activities to the best of his or her ability;
· Notify a chaperone or Event Leadership Team member if he or she has concerns or medical needs during the Relay For Life;
· Not engage in conversations or activities that are sexual in nature;
· Not leave the event site without permission from their chaperone, parent/guardian, and Event Leadership Team members;
· Pay any costs related to damage or destruction of property that he or she incurs, including any property damage to other Relay For Life participants or to third parties. Such costs will be charged to the youth participant and/or their parent/guardian.

Penalties and/or disciplinary action for infractions of this Code of Conduct may include any or all of the following:
· Sending the youth participant home;
· Barring that youth participant from participating in future American Cancer Society activities;
· Being held responsible for the cost of damages and repairs in the event of damage/destruction of property;
· Releasing the youth participant to the nearest law enforcement agency and/or the proper authorities for significant violations of state law.

Team chaperones will notify parents/guardians of any actions taken.

Relay For Life of Reston – Ground Rules

RESPECT: Many people of all ages and medical conditions will be sharing space at Relay. It is so important to be polite and respectful. Do not use rude words or gestures or engage in public display of affection (PDA). Treat others the way you want to be treated. Observe moments of silence during the Luminaria Ceremony. If someone complains about something you say or do, you’ll receive a warning and your chaperone will be notified. If it happens again, a parent or guardian will be called and asked to pick you up.

SAFETY DURING THE EVENT: Uniformed officers from the Fairfax County Policy Department will be present to ensure the safety of everyone involved in Relay. First Aid will be available by the main stage and registration desk. Notify your chaperone or the nearest Event Leadership Team member, in a green shirt, if you have any needs or concerns. There is a zero tolerance policy on the use of tobacco, alcohol, and drugs. There is a zero tolerance policy for vandalism to school property and the property of others. The youth participant and/or their parent/guardian will be liable for any damages.

RESPONSIBILITY: Your chaperone is responsible for you, and must know where you are at all times. Remain within designated activity areas only. Report back to your campsite for official chaperone check-ins during the night. In order to leave the Relay site at any time, you must have your chaperone’s permission and be escorted to the registration area. For there, a Fairfax County officer or Event Leadership Team member will escort you to your parent/guardian’s vehicle or walk you to your own vehicle.

[bookmark: _GoBack]KEEP PROMISES: Relay For Life is a fundraising event. You must raise $50 and turn it in by May 10, 2017 in order to stay past 11pm. Participants raising at least $100 will receive an event t-shirt. Your team is counting on you! If you sign up to bring something, make sure you do. If you have volunteered to assist with an activity, fulfill your commitment. Walk on the track when you are scheduled to. Clean and clear all debris from your campsite before departure so that Sunday morning sports can commence on time.

TURF RULES
1. No food or drink will be allowed on the track or the turf field.
2. No stakes are allowed on the field to secure tents and/or canopies. Please use backpacks, coolers, water jugs, or other heavy objects to secure your tents and/or canopies.
3. Be neat and clean up after yourselves during and at the end of the event. Trash cans will be placed all around the site to assist in keeping sites clean.
4. To keep wear and tear to a minimum, each site is designed to handle 15-20 team members. Larger teams will be assigned multiple sites.
5. No cooking on the field. A special area will be designated for this purpose, as well as for eating.
6. No seeds (e.g., sunflower pumpkin) or gum in the stadium or field.
7. Teams must lay down tarps under their sites to control the amount of wear and tear on the field.
8. No sports activities on the track to interfere with Relayers. This includes soccer balls, lacrosse balls, footballs, Frisbees, etc.
9. No candles will be used on the field. 
10. In the morning, take down your campsite and clear the field in a timely manner.
11. Relay is an alcohol-free and tobacco-free event.
12. Remember to mind your language and actions; Relayers are of all ages.
