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Relay For Life of Vancouver Event Rules

Smoking

Smoking and tobacco products are NOT allowed on the school grounds including parking areas and campsites.  (This includes electronic cigarettes or E-cigs)
Alcohol

Alcohol is prohibited on the school grounds.  

Pets – dogs, cats, etc.

NO pets of any kind are allowed on the school grounds.  DO NOT bring your pets and leave them in your parked vehicle, even for a short period of time.  
Wood or Ground Fires

No wood or ground fires are allowed – propane barbecues only please.   Propane must be off when not in use.

Fire Extinguishers

Each campsite should have a fire extinguisher available.

Automobiles

Absolutely no vehicles are allowed to park in campsite or Relay event areas (with exception of Food Vendor Row, approved emergency and event vehicles.)   See Set-Up hours for drop off hours
Recreational Vehicles

RV’s will be allowed to park in the Propstra Pool parking lot.  Due to limited space, reservations are required and will cost $10 each on a First Come, First Serve basis.  
Set-Up Hours

Friday: 5:00 p.m. to 8:00 p.m. – vehicles will be allowed to drop-off items onsite during this time ONLY!  
Saturday: 6:00 a.m. to 9:00 a.m. – No vehicles allowed in Relay event area.
Garbage

Please make sure all garbage & recycling is disposed of in the containers around the event site.  Waste Connections kindly provides these containers for our use.   

Stakes

No tent stakes or spikes may be used in the CENTER of the track.   Only areas outside the track may use tent stakes or spikes.   ALL tents, canopies & covers MUST be secured using water bottles, sand bags (or stakes only in areas allowed.)

ADA/Handicap Parking

The small east school lot is reserved for ADA/handicap parking only! 
Generators

Generators are allowed.  Please be considerate of your neighbors by using them sparingly and turning them off when not in use.  
Flashlights/Lanterns

Please make sure your team has flashlights and/or lanterns for overnight as there is no lighting in the portable toilets.

Bicycles, Skateboards & Roller Blades
No roller blades, skateboard or bicycles are allowed on the Relay event site.   Strollers and wheelchairs are allowed…of course!
Onsite Fundraisers

Teams are encouraged to have an onsite fundraiser.   Please submit your fundraiser to the Event Committee for approval.

Raffles

NO raffles may be held without prior receipt of raffle training and the Washington rules packet.    Any raffle found to not be following Washington state law will be terminated immediately – no exceptions!  
Lap Themes

Each team is encouraged to wear costumes for each lap theme.  Relay swag will be given out to each team wearing lap theme costumes also!

Food Vendor Row
This year, we are hosting a variety of food options for everyone to enjoy on our new Food Vendor Row.   All Food Vendors are also donating a portion of their proceeds for Relay…so please support these great vendors!!

Parking Lot Shuttles

There will be two shuttle carts available for transporting people and goods from the Relay event site to parking areas throughout the event.   Shuttle stops will be marked for your convenience.

Moving Your Equipment

Please make sure you bring hand trucks, wheelbarrows or wagons to transport any equipment you need for your campsite.
