Celebrate: During a Relay event, participants and survivors celebrate what they’ve overcome during the Survivors Lap.

Remember: During the Luminaria Ceremony, we remember people lost to cancer, and honor people who have fought or are fighting cancer. 

Fight Back: The Fight Back Ceremony inspires Relay participants to take tangible action against cancer with education and prevention efforts.

A Community Event to Fight Cancer….

At Relay For Life events, communities across the globe come together to honor cancer survivors, remember loved ones lost, and fight back against a disease that has already taken too much. The funds you raise truly make a difference in the fight against cancer—just ask one of the nearly 14 million cancer survivors who will celebrate another birthday this year!

Relay teams (consisting of families, friends, neighbors, coworkers, etc.) camp out overnight and take turns walking around a track or path a local high school, park, or fairground.
