The new field layout allowed everyone to hear the bands, ceremonies and announcements.  Our survivors appreciated being in the center of things and quite a few stayed to listen to the music.  Although we had a little rain, I was glad that we were able to complete the Luminaria Ceremony and all the torches were lighted.
A highlight of the evening for me was awarding Amber Hamby with the Alma Harmon Heart of Relay Award.  Alma was one of the original Watauga Relay team captains and was very dedicated to Relay.  After Alma lost her battle with cancer the Watauga County Relay For Life Committee set up the award to recognize team captains who went the extra mile for Relay.  Amber is the youngest recipient of the award and has been an inspiration to many of us.
Although things can seem rather bleak, with friends and family members being diagnosed with cancer seemingly every day, we have reason to be hopeful.  Watauga County Relay For Life raised a little over $86,000 last year before expenses. $85,000 was the goal we had set for Watauga Relay.   Once again Amber Hamby was the top individual fundraiser.
