
Rules and Policies:

Wilbraham Relay For Life 2012


The following rules and policies have been established by Relay Security, Wilbraham & Monson Academy, and the Town of Wilbraham in order to ensure the safety and security of all Relay participants and event staff/volunteers. We ask that you review the following carefully before arriving at the event, so there is no confusion in expectations. We expect that everyone will abide by the Rules and Policies stated below. However, if a person or persons finds it difficult to follow these rules, they will be asked to leave the event.
- No alcohol, drugs or illegal substances.

- No smoking.

- No personal grills, space heaters (or any other heating devices) or open flames of any kind.

· Your Relay For Life issued wristband must be worn at all times during the event. All participants must have a wristband.

- Verbal or physical abuse of any Relay For Life staff member, volunteer, or participant is strictly forbidden.

- You will not be allowed to sleep or congregate in the Athletic Center at any point during the event. If you are an overnight participant, please bring appropriate shelter, clothing, and supplies for the night.

- Guest access to Wilbraham & Monson Academy buildings other than select areas of the Athletic Center is strictly forbidden. 

- No tent stakes longer than 8 inches may be used on the athletic fields, unless they are installed by a tent company and under Wilbraham & Monson Maintenance supervision.

- We will not be able to supply electricity unless its purpose directly supports an event fundraising initiative.

· Strollers and wheelchairs are permitted, however, no recreational wheeled devices (including skateboards, scooters, or bikes) are allowed on the Wilbraham & Monson Athletic Complex.

- No pets are allowed on the Wilbraham & Monson Athletic Complex.
