Relay for Life Silent Auction 
Pricing:
Please put full value price on it and what you want us to start the bidding at, otherwise our rule of thumb is we cut the value in half and usually go up by increments of $2,3,5 or 10  depending on the item.  If there is a “buy it now” value that you want to put on the item then please let us know.  If there is a value that you will be completely offended by then again, let us know that you do not want this item sold for anything less than…Remember our goal is to raise money, if an item is not being bid on or in the end is not sold, often times we slash the bidding price or sell it for less than what it is worth.
If you want your team to be credited with the sale then be sure your team name is on the bid sheet or on the item.  If there is no team association, the money goes to the general fund.
Preparation:
Be sure your item has the following information SECURED on it:
· Team Name if you want team credit
· Itemized list of what is inside or included
· Value
· Starting bid will be half the value unless stated otherwise
· A buy it now value if you want
· If you don’t want it sold for less than a certain price then be sure to name the price and clearly state the price
Please bring items to the June 19th team captain meeting packaged/wrapped and labeled, then we can arrange to have it stored and brought to the relay.  Please avoid bringing items on the day of Relay!  We need time to input on our spread sheet and prep the bid sheets. Last year we had 73 items inventoried and ready to go at 3pm but by 6pm we had 127, which means we scrambled to inventory and prep for 54 more items.  Please help us avoid that frenzy!  Thank you very much! 
Ideas to solicit:
· Ask for gift certificates from your favorite hair stylist, bakery, masseuse, restaurant, or art pieces from crafters you know (quilts, ceramics, prints, photos, jewelry, soaps, Avon, Tupperware…)
· We have “in-kind” letters that you can give so that folks can write off as a donation
· Friends who have connections: surf shops, kayak rentals, dive shops, plants/orchids, rounds of golf…
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Last year, I was able to get bottles of wine donated from a neighbor who collects wine
· Went to Lanikai Craft Fair and on the spot was able to get 3 donations
· Theme baskets: at church we ask each ministry to come up with a theme basket i.e.: movie night out, movie night in, spa, baby shower, pasta, fun in the sun, breakfast, car wash in a bucket, fishing in a cooler, children’s learning or rainy day basket, Trader Joe’s…
· You can recycle a gift you received that is NEW and NEVER used (one year we had a convection oven) but do not bring items that are used or “country store ish” unless it’s a collector’s item like a signed football or helmet…We have had folks bring in clearly used items, please do not.  We had a coffee maker returned because although it looked new in the box it was actually used.
