Purpose

The American Cancer Society offers the Road to Recovery program in which cancer patients can receive rides to and from cancer-related medical appointments free of charge in your community. 

The Road to Recovery Car Race is a representation of the American Cancer Society’s Road to Recovery program, in which volunteers drive cancer patients from their homes to their cancer treatment and back.

RULES OF THE Road to Recovery Car Race
 

1) Your car must be constructed out of cardboard.  Wood, metal, and plastic are NOT allowed.  This is for the safety of the participants in the car race.  Use of unauthorized materials disqualifies you from the race.
2) All entries into the car race must be registered at the Main Activity Tent at least one hour prior to the scheduled Road to Recovery parade.
3) The Road to Recovery Car Race consists of two people per team: a driver and a patient.  It is a head-to-head race between teams. All cars MUST be long enough so that both the driver and the passenger are inside the vehicle. 
4) There will be a Car Show Parade, so that everyone around the track will see and appreciate your creations!  A container to collect donations while you parade around the track is ok!!!!!  Also be CREATIVE in incorporating this into your onsite fundraising!
5) After the parade the RACE is on!!!!  Who will win this year?!?!?!?!
