Friday June 17, 2016
Each team should have at least one team member walking or running on the track at all times
Please leave the outside lane of the track clear for runners, walkers may use the inside lanes
Team captains are responsible for the actions of team members and anyone associated with their team
All youth teams must have sufficient adult supervision and must have parental permission to participate
No pets (except certified and trained service dogs) are permitted at Relay for Life
No alcohol or smoking, e-cigarettes, or vape pens are permitted on school grounds
Wheelchairs and strollers/wagons are the only wheels allowed on the track
Music at your tent site is permissible, but please be considerate of your camping neighbors
No open flame barbecues or fire pits are permitted
During the Luminary Ceremony, teams will be asked to participate in a moment of silence. We will allow you to walk on the track or stand by the luminary of that special someone during the ceremony.
The West Jefferson High School District has been gracious enough to donate their facilities for this event, please treat the facility with the utmost respect and care. Anyone caught misusing the facilities will be escorted from the premises
NO ONE IS ALLOWED ON THE FOOTBALL FIELD!
Gates will open at 3:00pm on Friday, June 17th. Our logistics committee (red shirts) will be directing you based on your needs, please be respectful as these areas have been designated for your safety and the safety of school grounds
We will have 2 parking areas: General/Cars and Survivors. Survivors must have their parking pass displayed on their windshield and any team with onsite fundraising will receive one parking pass to park near the event in case they need to run for supplies.
Opening Ceremony begins at 6:00pm sharp we will have a “Opening  lap” we will recognize our sponsors welcome all participants. We encourage you to have your entire team walk this lap, we will be judging for the Team Spirit Awards during this time
 After the Survivor dinner we will have the “Survivor/Caregiver Celebration” lap and celebrate our Survivors/Caregivers. We encourage all the teams to line the track and cheer on our Survivors.
We will have a designated area for “On Site Fundraisers” such as raffles, bake sales, etc. You will be able to set up in that area and we will make sure that everyone knows to go there to support your fundraiser
