Prize:

Ticket sales:

· The selling price of each ticket is $5 each.
· Separate discount tickets are available 5 for $20. 

· All tickets have the same chance to win.
· We will not offer any free tickets. All tickets will be sold using the same sales ticket price structure.

· All forms of payment are acceptable. 
· Payment for raffle tickets may be cash or any form of check. Checks should be made out to the American Cancer Society.

· Debit card or credit card purchases must be made via mobile app.  It is illegal to sell tickets online. 
· Raffle tickets must be sold face to face. It is illegal to send money or tickets through the mail or to sell tickets online.

Participants:

· Must be 18 or older to purchase a ticket or win a prize.

· American Cancer Society (ACS) staff and their families; ACS volunteer chairs and committee members are not eligible to win. 

Drawing:

· The drawing will be held at 2017 Relay For Life of Denton on April 22, 2017 at UNT Coliseum, 600 Ave D, Denton TX
· The winners will be selected randomly by drawing. 

· Winners do not need to be present at the drawing.
· Contact information given on ticket must be legible.

Tax information:

· Raffle ticket purchases are not tax deductible. 

Prize acceptance:

· Prizes are not transferable until after awarded.

· Winner must accept the prize within 10 days of the drawing. If a prize winner does not accept prize within this 10-day timeframe, the prize will be forfeited, and awarded to the back-up winner which is drawn along with the winning tickets on April 22, 2017. The back-up winner will not be announced unless the winner forfeits the prize.

· If a winner declines a prize, they must sign a Raffle Prize Disclaimer. The prize will then be awarded to the backup winner.
Winner responsibilities:
· Winner is responsible for all expenses associated with travel or ownership. 
Ticket Handling:

· The drawing ticket stub and accounting copy of the form must be filled out completely to ensure that we are able to contact the winner. Please ensure that this information is complete and legible.
· Raffle ticket proceeds should be kept separate from other funds raised. We must account for the funds separately on our federal tax reports.

· Only staff, committee members, registered team captain and registered participants may sign out the raffle tickets for sale.
· Tickets will be signed out in multiples of twenty only. Limit 5 sets or 100 individual tickets.
· We must carefully account for all tickets whether sold or unsold. 
· Tickets have a monetary value. Please ensure that they are kept secured. 

· Ticket sales will count towards your teams fundraising goals.  

· All raffle ticket sale proceeds, ticket stubs and unsold tickets must be delivered to the American Cancer Society fundraising event by 9 p.m.  on April 22, 2017
· Proceeds of this raffle benefit the mission of the American Cancer Society, Inc.

· Donations/sales made via mobile app must not fill in email or address for receipt. 
Advertising:

· You may promote the raffle on social media sites. Please do not include a “call to action”. An example of a call to action is “Come and buy a ticket today”, or “Be a lucky ticket holder”. You can provide factual information about the raffle. Please use our social media advertising templates when possible to keep our messaging consistent and compliant with federal gambling law.
