Prior to the event, turn in team registration form and all participant registration forms by:__________________________


Turn in your team’s donations at Bank Night and Team Captain Meetings:

Prior to Bank Night, meet with participants to collect their money envelopes and verify the amount they raised


Be sure to verify donations that are credited to the overall team versus individual participants


Be sure all checks are written out to the American Cancer Society


All expenses incurred during your fundraising efforts are the responsibility of your team


No bank account may be open in the name of the American Cancer Society or the Relay For Life


Funds raised prior to and at the event will qualify for the Incentive Program. Funds handed in post event and up until August 31 will not qualify for the program, but the donations will count towards the event and your team’s final total.
