	There are now 27 teams registered, 339 participants that have raised $119,435.18 so far.
	The goals for 2017 are to get 32 teams, 450 participants, register 115 survivors, get $19,750 from sponsors and raise a total of $187,000.
	We are a Heritage Event (a 24 hr. event). Our goal is to have someone on the track ALL 24 hrs..  A walking schedule was passed out to teams to use.

Please give the value of the item and minimum bid for the item. If you want your onsite fundraisers to be in the program book that information must be submitted ASAP.  There will be a Bank Night June 14 from 5-7 pm at the ACS office.
	Banking hours at Relay are 9-10 am, 11:30 am to 1:00 pm, 4pm to 7pm, 9:30 to 10:00 pm.  All money must be turned in by 10:00 pm to count toward team totals.
	Relay move in is Friday, June 23.  Committee members are to arrive at 9:00 am and others may arrive to set up from 12:00 noon to 7:00 pm.  RV’s are $30 ($25 dumping fee) and shelters are $15. Gary will collect money Saturday morning.  Cash or checks made out to the Grange Fair is the way to pay.
