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WHAT TO BRING TO RELAY FOR LIFE 2015
These are some suggestion of items that you might want to bring with you to make sure you are prepared for anything and therefor, have a safe and enjoyable Relay experience!!!
· Tent(s) or canopy for your campsite
· Folding chairs/tables (to rest when you’re not on the track, and to display your onsite fundraiser)
· Supplies for your team’s on-site fundraiser (tape, markers, pens, change box with small bills and coins, scissors, posters, etc.)
· Donations to be turned in (Please don’t leave these at home!)
· Money for onsite fundraisers and/or concessions/food
· Proper (extra) clothing in preparation for weather:
· Poncho/raincoat, umbrella
· Extra shoes and socks
· Jacket, sweats
· T-shirt, shorts, flip-flops
· Sunglasses/ Hat (Let’s keep safe in the sun!)
· Wagon or dolly (always helpful for hauling supplies to and from your campsite
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Bug Spray and Sunscreen
· Flashlight
· Cooler
· Survivors and Caregivers/ Family and friends (especially those who have never Relayed before!)
· Cell Phone (to call your friends and family out to Relay to support you and your team)
· Campsite decorations and Supplies for set up and break down (scissors, hammer, tape, zip ties, gloves, tools, stick lighters to help with lighting luminaria bags)
· Costumes (Be sure to consult the event’s schedule of activities)
· Camera (we want you to share your pics for our Facebook page!)
· Team Banner (We love teams who show their SPIRIT with a unique banner at their tent site and when they walk the track!)
· Emergency contact information for any minors participating on your team 
· Your lovely smiling face and attitude of a Relayer coming to FIGHT BACK against cancer!

· Cigarettes and tobacco products
· Alcohol
· Pets (yes puppies, dogs and cats are cute, but they are not allowed at Relay! If you bring them, you will be kindly asked to take them back home. We appreciate your cooperation)
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
